PROPOSED VIEWING PLATFORM TO HIGHEST POINT OF PARK TO PROVIDE 
SWEEPING VIEWS DOWN OVER THE PARK AREA AND BEYOND. VIEWING 
PLATFORM TO PROVIDE BALUSTRADE FOR SAFETY. 

ACCESSIBLE 1:14 RAMP PROVIDING ACCESS TO THE MAIN PLAYGROUND 
AREA FROM ROAD 01. 

PLAYGROUND AREA PROVIDING OPPORTUNITIES FOR RECREATION. 
SHELTERS PROVIDE SHADE TO SEATING ELEMENTS BELOW WITH 
ADDITIONAL INFORMAL SEATING PROVIDED ALONG THE RETAINING 
WALL TO THE EDGE OF THE SPACE. PLAY EQUIPMENT IS PROVIDED TO 
ALLOW ACTIVE AND IMAGINATIVE PLAY WITH A SMALL OPEN TURF 
SPACE FOR FLEXIBLE USE.  

NATURE PLAY CLIMB GIVING THE RETAINING WALLS A DUAL USE WITH

EXISTING BUSH LAND. INDICATIVE ROUTE SHOWN IS TO BE DESIGNED 
TO FUTURE DETAILS WITH THE TRAIL INTENDED TO FOLLOW THE MOST 
NATURAL ROUTE POSSIBLE TO LIMIT THE AMOUNT OF VEGETATION 
CLEARING.  

PROPOSED GRASSLAND TO TIE INTO ADJACENT PASTURELAND WITH 
SWALE PROVIDED TO DIRECT STORMWATER. 

TERRACED RETAINING WALL WITH PLANTING TO HELP STRUCTURE 
BLEND INTO EXISTING ENVIRONMENT AND MITIGATE THE VISUAL 
IMPACT FROM SURROUNDING AREAS. REFER TO SHEET LC07 FOR 
MATERIAL AND PLANTING PALETTE. 

PEDESTRIAN PATHWAYS CREATING A CONNECTION FROM THE PARK TO

POTENTIAL FOR SIGNAGE OR ENTRY FEATURE TO SIGNIFY ENTRANCES
